John Gwinn asked John Bradshaw about a river pollution study that he read about in the
newspaper and if that report could have any affect on us. John Bradshaw stated that at a
recent NEFCO meeting there were discussions of a concern of excess phosphorous levels in
the Stark County Watershed. They were just alerting the existing and potential polluters of
what they can do to cut back on the phosphorous entering that watershed. Much of the
burden there is going to fall upon the Central Wastewater Treatment Plants to ratchet down
their permit limits so that they work up the collection systems and notify their customers that it
is something that they want to address now. John Gwinn asked if there was mention of the
Cuyahoga River. Mr. Bradshaw stated that there is an effort to take a look at all communities
that drain to the Lake Erie Basin and it is his thought that in the next round of NPDES
permits, which typically run in five year cycles, it will probably be visited, in terms of adding
more technology to the plant or doing a better education job in the community to try to
minimize phosphorous into the Lake Erie Watershed.
